Introduction
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Why Resize?
• To meet Club and contest requirements

• Reduce disk space required

• To email (5-10 MB limit)

• For electronic presentation (1024 x 768)

• Reducing size gives a little safety when 
posting images
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Club Submission Requriements

• Longest  side 1024 pixels

• Name the files!
– Your name - number . jpg

• Lbrice-1.jpg, Lbrice-2.jpg, Lbrice-3.jpg

• Email must contain
– Subject!!! “Nov 2010 Challenge”
– Attached file(s)
– Ok to show on web? If no indicator we show.
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Preparation
• Do I have the computer skills I need?

• Where are my camera manual and disk?
– What file formats does my camera offer?
– What software do I have available?

• Will I use ‘post-processing’?

• Do I need additional software?
– Free or $$$

• Visit Manufacturer’s website

– Look for downloadsdownloads

• Name 
• [.] the dot (separator)

• Extension (program association - type)

• Examples:  Elephant.jpg and 
OC-beach_2010.tif

• Use Characters A-Z, a-z, 0-9, - and _

• Don’t use ~!@#$%^&*().,+= or spaces

• Small, Medium, Large
– RAW
– RAW + JPG

• Some cameras also offer .TIF
• Some cameras offer only .JPG
• What does your camera offer?
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File Extensions Associated with 
RAW Formats
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Steps for DPCA Submission
•• TTake the picture!

•• TTransfer file(s) to your computer

•• CCopy the file(s)    [File / Save As]
• Work with the copies

•• CConvert to JPG format

•• RResize   maximum 1024 dpi long side

•• RRename   name-#.jpg

•• SSend via email as an attachment
